OUTPUT OF THE HEIs WITH NO BASIC EDUCATION PROGRAM
CEAP SUMMIT (July 8, 2011)
Issues and Concerns Identified:

1. There is no clear guidelines on the offering of Grades 11 & 12; that is, where should it be offered: considered as basic education or can the HEIs offer it?

2. When will the TWG release the guidelines? How can the HEIs properly plan their transition programs that would meet the requirements of the guidelines once it will be released?

3. The HEIs should be given adequate time to prepare the faculty and other staff for the shift in paradigm; to look into administrative concerns such as compensation, benefits, marketing, students, etc. Should the faculty salary based on tertiary or basic education (for those teaching the general education subjects).
Recommendations:

1. There should be a legal basis for the change of Basic Education from 10 years to 12 years. With this in place, doubts as to the implementation of K-12 will be dispelled. Otherwise, concerned individuals would still continue to believe that this program will die a natural death.

2. Strongly encourage the Technical Working Group of CHED, DEP. ED and TESDA to synergize their proposals for the transition phase and to release the guidelines for the typology of the HEIs as soon as possible.

3. Guidelines should allow for innovations and creativity of the individual schools based on the school’s charism.

4. Each HEI should revisit its vision-mission, thrust, targets, human and physical resources to determine their own identity. This would help the school decide what type of HEI they would like to pursue. They should be ready during the transition phase and implementing guidelines should already be in place.
5. Allow or encourage early trials of the programs developed by selected schools by 2014.
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
